A word from the Principal - Mr Kelly.….  
Namaste. On Tuesday this week I had the pleasure of attending the One Tree Hill College Senior                                 
Prizegiving. I found it inspiring to witness the successes of the young people at the college and to reflect                                     
upon the important role a school like Bailey Road School plays in the success of students at college and                                     
then forward into their adult lives. 
 
One section of awards had the students’ primary and intermediate school acknowledged, and a former                             
Bailey Road student received the college values award. This led me to think about the role of our school                                     
in students' academic and social development. Our Heart Values; ​Honesty​, ​Effort​, ​Achievement​,                       
Respect​, ​Togetherness entwine through everything we do, for without students understanding how to                         
be good people who care about others as much as themselves it is difficult for them to understand what                                     
learning is for. 
 
Every year a student learns with us is another year we can use to develop their understanding of                                   
kindness, friendliness, ‘​honesty​’, forgiveness which are all necessary parts of creating effective                       
‘​togetherness​’ - and from such an approach we can create an environment where students feel safe and                                 
able to concentrate on the ‘​effort​’ they need to put in to maximise their ‘​achievement​’.
